
3. IMMUNIZATION & CHILD CARE SERVICES 
 

It is a healthcare service whereby a child, pregnant, and/or senior citizens are made immune or 

resistant to an infectious disease/s. This is typically by the administration of a vaccine, which stimulate the 

body's own immune system to protect the person against subsequent infection or disease. 

 

Giving free vaccines for all preventable diseases to the eligible children from birth to 1-year-old. The vaccines 

given are the Bacillus Calmette-Guérin (BCG) vaccine, Hepatitis B vaccine, Diphtheria, Pertussis, Tetanus, 

Hepatitis B and Haemophilus Influenza Type B Conjugate Vaccine (PENTAHIB), Oral Polio vaccine (OPV), 

Inactivated Polio Myelitis Vaccine (IPV), Measles Vaccine and Measles Mumps Rubella (MMR) vaccine and 

Pneumococcal (PCV 13) to neonates up to one year of age.
